CLTS Update for September 3, 2013 COP Committee Meeting

Rock County Human Services and Catholic Charities continue to serve
children, up to the age of 22, eligible for CLTS Waiver under 3 target
groups: Physical Disability, Developmental Disability, Mental Health
Disability. Currently both agencies serve 108 clients and there are
129¢lients on the wait list. In addition 6 are pending screening process to be
put on the wait list from Rock County (placement cases). COMPASS
Threshold Wisconsin continues to screen residents of Rock County who
wish to be screened for Waiver services. Rock County Human Services
continues to screen residents who are in placement referred to CLTS Waiver
Services.

Success story: In May one of our youth, (diagnosed with Autism) celebrated
‘being home for a year after being in residential settings for several years due
to aggressive behaviors.. This is likely due to a combination of factors:
supportive family, supportive school environment, and the respite and daily
living skills child receives from the waiver services.
