EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Council on Aging budget is funded primarily with federal Older Americans Act and state
revenues. During the budget preparation process, the amount of funding is estimated. Actual
amounts are not available until after the federal budget is passed and the State Bureau of Aging
and Disability Resources determines final allocations for counties.

This budget amendment decreases the amount of funding through Title III-B (Supportive
Services), Title III-C-1 (Congregate Meal Program), Title III-D (Preventive Health) and Title III-
E (Family Caregiver Support Program) of the Older Americans Act. It also decreases the
amount of state aid received through the State Senior Community Services Program. A small
increase was received for Title III-C-2 (Home Delivered Meal Program).

No county funds are required.
