EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Council on Aging budget is funded primarily with federal Older Americans Act and State
revenues. During the budget preparation process, the amount of funding is estimated. Actual
amounts are not available until after the federal budget is passed and the State Bureau of Aging
and Disability Resources determines final allocations for counties.

The budget changes are small, with small increases for Title III-C-2 (Home Delivered Meals)
and Title III-D (Preventive Health) and small decreases in Title III-B (Supportive Services) and
Title OI-E (Family Caregiver Support Program).

Earlier, the Council on Aging had received a Medication Management Information System grant,
an evidence-based medication management program designed to enable community agencies to
address the issue of medication-related problems and errors. An additional $3,000 is being
granted to extend this program.

No county tax levy is required.
