---------------------------------------------------------------------------Trees------------------------------------------------------------------------------ 
 

Black Walnut, Juglans nigra: 12-18 inch seedlings. Likes full sun on fertile, deep soil from bottomlands to hillsides.  
Strong, dark wood.  Edible nuts.  Mildly toxic to some plants; do not plant near gardens, landscaping.  70-80 feet tall.   
 
 

Fraser Fir, Abies fraseri: 12-16 inch seedlings. Referred to as Cadillac of the Christmas trees. Fragrant, dense, dark green 
ornamental with short, soft needles on upturned branches.  Prefers sandy loam, rocky soils, cool sites. 50-70 feet tall.

Norway Spruce, Picea abies: 7-15 inch seedlings. Long pendants of short dark green needles hang from graceful, drooping 
limbs. Keeps lower branches. Excellent for windbreaks. Likes well-drained sandy loams. Full to partial sun. 35 feet tall in 20 
years; up to 130 feet.  SOLD OUT 
 
 

Red Oak, Quercus rubra: 18-24 inch seedlings. Grows best in sandy loam; hardy in clayey to gravelly soils in medium- to  
well-drained sunny locations.  Lots of acorns.  Brick-red in fall. 36 feet in 20 years; up to 100 feet tall, broad and rounded.

Swamp White Oak, Quercus bicolor: 18-24 inch seedlings.  Similar to white oak, but prefers slightly acidic, moist to wet 
soils.  Yellow to purple in fall.  Shiny dark green leaves.  Young trees tolerate light shade, but prefer full sun.  Sweet acorns 
are wildlife staple. 50-60 feet tall.  SOLD OUT 
 
 

White Pine, Pinus strobus var. lake states:  7-15 inch seedlings.  Long, soft needles in clusters of five.  Fast grower. Best 
in full sun, moist well-drained soils.  Young trees pyramidal; canopy more horizontal, layered with age.  50-80 feet tall.  
 
 

White Spruce, Picea glauca var. lake states:  7-15 inch seedlings. Moderately rapid grower. Blue-green needles. Short 
dense branches. Good for windbreaks and ornamentals. Endures drought fairly well.   40-60 feet tall.  SOLD OUT

Hazelnut, Corylus americana: 18-24 inch seedlings. Filberts loved by people and wildlife. Shade tolerant. Fast-grower 
spreads from rhizomes. Forms thickets along forest edges, meadows.  Rich, moist, well-drained soils.  10-18 feet tall.

Root Dip Planting Gel is a starch absorbent that retains water and gives it back to the plant during dry periods reducing 
planting stress.  One packet makes dip for 80 12-24” bare root trees.  $3 per packet.
